od soutoku Vltavy se Sazavou v mistech dnes zvanych
Sekanka a pohled se vam snese na obrysy zakladt
benediktinského klastera Stéti sv. Jana Kititele.
Prenesete se do roku 999 naseho letopoctu, kdy
Boleslav I, ktery v predtuse vlastni smrti rozhoduje
o vystavbé druhého muzského klastera v Cechach,
nad soutokem dvou hlavnich fek stiednich Cech. V té
dobé se bojuje o orientaci Cech na zapadni kulturu,
kterou predstavuji benediktini z klastera na bavorskych
hranicich a nebo cyrilometodéjské uceni s orientaci
na vychodni Byzanc. Klaster ovlivnil nejen rodici se
Ceskou statnost, ale kulturné, mravné i hospodarsky
celé Siroké okoli mezi Vltavou a Sdzavou.

Jako davni poutnici se pojdme projit po stezkach,
kudy chodili mnisi, poutnici, obchodnici s povozy,
lapkové, remeslnici vSeho druhu, zlatokopové a zlodéji
dobytka. Ty cesty jsou zde vétSinou zachovany po cela
staleti, jen na nich pribyl asfalt a hlucici auta. Turistické
znacky a cyklostezky vas prece jen provedou krasnou,

i kdyZ trochu zddumcivou a malebné zvinénou krajinou
kolem obou rek.

strov o rozloze asi 3 hektard byl mni-
chy vybran, protoZe na rozdil od ostat-
nich mél nad fekou Vltavou vysoké brehy
a byl obklopen hustymi lesy. Pied tisici
lety zde nebyla vzduta voda vranskym je-
zem, ktery vyrovnava vodu vypousténou
ze slapské a Stéchovické prehrady. Klas-
ter se snazil svou polohou uprostied lest
dostat idealdm rehole svatého Benedikta:
vyhledavani pustych mist k poustevnic-
kému Zivotu, neruSenému soustredéni
k modlitbé a oslavé Bozi bylo pro mnichy
benediktinského radu typické (vyjimkou
jsou ustavy pro vychovu Slechticen, jako

napt. klaster svatého Jifi na Prazském
hradé). Dal$i moznosti je, Ze kniZe tim
snad chtél hned zpocatku také podporit
kolonizaci lesnitho komplexu, braniciho
spojeni stredoceské sidliStni oblasti a jiz-
nich Cech. Uzemi kolem soutoku Vltavy
se Sazavou je vedeno i jako hypotetické
hrani¢ni pasmo mezi slavnikovskym pan-
stvim a piremyslovskymi Cechami.
Realizace zaloZeni samotného kon-
ventu pravdépodobné probéhla az o rok
pozdéji a za Boleslava III. (nar. okolo
965 - zemrel 1037). Za predstaveného
byl vybran Lantbert (Lambert), mnich



z bavorského klastera v Niederaltaichu.
S nim pfisla celd skupina mnichd z Ba-
vorska. Ostrovsky klaster udrzoval tzké
styky se svym domovskym klasterem
velmi dlouho, ¢ast mniSského osazenstva
byla ptivodu némeckého. O tom svédci
i soupisy mnichti ze 13. stoleti, které byly
porizovany pii volbé opatl. Podle jmen
byla zhruba polovina sboru pivodu Ces-
kého, polovina ptvodu némeckého. Dalsi
dochované soupisy mame z let 1395-
1416 a tehdy jiz, pokud miZeme soudit
podle jmen, byla vétSina mnicht ptivodu
¢eského.

del klausury pozdéjsiho gotického klaste-
ra. Cela situace vypada jako by jiz drevéné
stavby z doby pocatkt klastera vznikly
v ramci klasického benediktinského sta-
vebniho schématu, v némz Kkonventni
kostel tvoril osu reholniho domu a po jed-
nom z jeho bokd lezela klausura. Je po-
zoruhodné, Ze obraz ,drevéného” Ostrova
se asi az do 30. let 12. stoleti nezménil.
S drevénym kostelem také souvisi kamen-
na hrobka vyznamného opata, pravdépo-
dobné Lamberta, muze ve véku 55-60
let, pohibeného s berlou s Zeleznym bod-
cem, v odévu, jehoz limec byl protkavan

Plvodni klaster byl s nejvétsi pravdépo-
dobnosti dfevény. Béhem archeologické-
ho vyzkumu se podarilo podchytit systém
kilovych jam, negativni otisky zbytkd dre-
vénych konstrukci a vrstvu zuhelnatélého
dreva. Stavba stavala v mistech mladsiho
romanského chrdmu, na sever od ni byl
archeologicky zachycen shluk drevénych
objektd, tedy spiSe jen fragmenty, z nichz
nékteré lze interpretovat jako polozemni-
ce. Byly stavény aditivné do prostoru kii-

zlatymi nitkami a u pasu s vackem, v némz
byl kiesaci kdmen a skorapka vejce. Hrob
dokonce respektovala i mladsi kostelni
stavba.

Drevéna faze ostrovského klastera trva-
la do roku 1137, kdy vyhotel. Brzy nato
zacala vystavba novych, tentokrat jiz ka-
mennych budov. ProtoZe klaster nebyl bo-
haty, postupovala stavba pomalu a po Cas-
tech a mohla byt ukoncena az v posledni



Ctvrtiné 12. stoleti. Vznikla romdanska
bazilika se tfemi apsidami v jedné ro-
viné, pozdéji (do konce 12. stoleti) bylo
k vychodnimu zavéru pristavéno trojlodi
a do roku 1225 dvojvézové priceli. Tato
stavba byla roku 1278 vyplenéna Brani-
bory, ktefi zde zlstali po dobu 6 tydnd.
O nicivosti jejich chovani vypovida, ze
kdyz byl zpustoSeny a opustény klaster
nabidnut cistercidkim, odmitli toto misto
aradéji pro zalozeni nového klastera zvo-
lili kralovsky lovecky dvorec u Zbraslavi.

Dochované zaklady klastera

Klaster byl v 80. letech 13. stoleti benedik-
tiny obnoven, dalsi prestavby nasledovaly
v obdobi vrcholné gotiky za cisate Karla
IV, zejména rozsireni baziliky o pravouh-
1y chér. Archeologické vyzkumy dokladaji
dalsi vydrancovani (roku 1381), v roce
1403 pozar a béhem husitskych valek,
v roce 1420 byl klaster opét vydrancovan
a zapalen, doslo ke zriceni zvonice. Jako
zazrakem se vsak zachranil zvon ,Matka
Bozi“ z roku 1404. Po ¢tvrt stoleti, v roce
1444 se pak propadla chramova klenba.
Posledni komunita mnichii odesla do né-
kdejsiho proboststvi ke Svatému Janu
pod Skalou roku 1517 a nadéle jednotli-
vé stavby vyuzivali jen poustevnici. Mni-
Si s sebou vzali také zminény zvon, ktery
je v klastere Sv. Jana pod Skalou dodnes
a patfi mezi nejstarsi zvony v Cechach.

ekanka - dnesSnimu aredlu daly jmé-
no Sekanka mohutné, do skaly vytesané
uvozy v severni Casti ostrozny, po kterych
stoupaly od Vltavy povozy na ndahorni
plosinu nad soutokem a nejkratsi ces-
tou pokracovaly na jih na BeneSov nebo
na Bystrici u BeneSova. Méstecko neni
zachyceno v pisemnych pramenech. Bylo
zalozeno ve 13. stoleti (nékdy mezi 2. ¢tvr-
tinou a 60. lety 13. stolet{) a nejspis pattilo
Premyslu Otakarovi II. - kral tak mél pod
kontrolou benediktinsky klaster na Os-
trové a zejména doznivajici povrchovou
tézbu zlata, které se ryzovalo na Sazavé
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od dob Keltl. Méstecko bylo femeslnic-
kym strediskem klastera a Sirokého okoli.
Podle nalezi se usuzuje, Ze se zde Femesl-
nici zabyvali kovarskymi pracemi, tavenim
a zpracovanim Zeleza, vyrobou bronzo-
vych predmétl, hrncirstvim, koZedélnic-
tvim a vyrobou predmétii domaci potieby
a zejména nastroji pro tézbu zlata. Sekan-
ka byla charakterem trhovou vsi, ale méla
diky svym majitelim az rané méstsky cha-
rakter. Prostor mezi domy se dal prirovnat
tieba k ndmésti v Ceskych Budéjovicich.
Obyvatelé méstecko opustili béhem
braniborského rabovani (1278-1283),



nejcastéji byva predpokladany zanik da-
tovan k roku 1278, kdy bylo vyplenéno
okoli i klaster a ziejmé z divodd nedo-
statecného zemédélského zazemi ho jiz
obyvatelé neobnovili. Z mnozstvi nalezi
se usuzuje, Ze obyvatelé méstecko opus-
tili pri ndhlém piepadent.
Pravdépodobné po jeho zaniku vznik-
la pod soutokem Vltavy a Sazavy osada
a pozdéji méstecko Davle a roku 1310 je
v soupisu majetku Ostrovského klastera
zminén hospodarsky dvir Hradysscze,
dnes$ni obec HradisStko, ktera se nachdazi
na plani ostrohu asi 2 kilometry jihovy-
chodné od Sekanky. Nazev Sekanka je
dnes vztahovan k chatovym osadam na-
chazejicim se v oblasti. V 50. a 60. letech
20. stoleti zde probihal jeden z kli¢covych
vyzkumi Ceské archeologie stredovéku.
Byly nalezeny unikatni doklady kamen-

ného opevnéni a nalezy dokladajici ob-
chod a dalkové kontakty. Jak na ostrozné,
tak na protéjsich svazich u sv. Kiliana se
nachazeji rozsahlé pozistatky stfedoveé-
kych tvozovych cest. Opevnéni bylo pre-
devSim na jizni strané, protoze z ostat-
nich stran je misto chranéno strmymi
skalnatymi srazy a rekami. Ostroznu pie-
pazuji dvé linie sestavajici z vnéjsiho valu,
mohutného piikopu a vnitiniho valu.
Vnéjsi val vznikl z materialu vyhloube-
ného z prikopu Sirokého pres 10 metri.
Na misté vnitfniho valu byla ve 3. ¢tvrti-
né 13. stoleti budovana dva metry vysoka
kamenna hradba spojovana maltou, byla
vSak dokoncena jen z necelych dvou tie-
tin. Jeji zbytky dodnes misty vystupuji
z valu. Pristup vedl podél vychodni hrany
a chrénila ho bliZe neurcena stavba v linii
vnitini fortifikace.

Vyznamna kapitola
byla napsana ve 13. stoleti, kdy bylo v nej-
severnéjsi ¢asti katastru obce na ostrohu
zvaném Sekanka vybudovano trzni més-
tecko, které se nachazelo v tésné blizkosti
benediktinského klastera sv. Jana Krtitele
na Ostrové. Méstecko tvorilo nékolik de-
sitek jedno- i vicepatrovych domd, posta-
venych do ¢tvercového plidorysu, v jehoz
centru byl prostor pro konani trhd. Exi-
stence osady neméla dlouhého trvani,

Koncentrac¢ni tabor v obci Hra-
distko pritom nebyl pouze lokalni poboc-
kou bavorského lagru. Vézni vykonavali

i trampské osady. O domov prislo vice
nez 30 tisic lidi. Nékteri z nich se nemé-
li po valce kam vrétit. Jejich domovy byly
rozstiilené.

Vysidleni obyvatel BeneSovska, Ne-
veklovska a Sedlcanska se uskutecnilo v le-
tech 1942 az 1944. Na tizemi mezi Vltavou
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a Sazavou vymezeném témito rekami, stat-
ni silnici na Tabor, Zelezni¢ni trati Olbra-
movice - Sedl¢any a silnici Sedl¢any - Pri-
bram vznikl vycvikovy prostor Waffen-SS
na BeneSovsku (SS-Truppeniibungsplatz
Beneschau, pozdéji prejmenovany na SS-
-Truppeniibungsplatz Bohmen, tj. ,Vycvi-
kovy prostor SS Cechy*) o rozloze 441 km?.
Vysidleni probéhlo v nékolika etapach
a zasahlo na 70 obci, 180 osad a 30 000
lidi. Z nich skoro polovina byla vystéhova-
na mimo region a priblizné 16 000 z nich
otrocky pracovalo na vystéhovaném tze-
mi pro SS jednotky. Z geopolitického hle-
diska mélo toto uizemi a podobné lokality
jako Milovice ¢i Jihlavsko slouzit k rozbiti
soudrznosti Ceského naroda se zarodky
pozdéjsich némeckych enklav a k vytlace-
ni Ceského obyvatelstva ze stiedu Evropy.
Termin predani k realizaci tohoto planu
byl 31. prosince 1945.

Vysoky Ujezd s kostelem Narozeni Panny Marie

bec Vysoky Ujezd lezi na zapad od Be-
nesova a asi 3km od Slapské prehrady,
pod jejiZ hladinou zmizely pefeje legen-
darnich Svatojanskych proudi a hotel
Zahoti spojeny se jménem Ing. Rudolfa
Formise.

Dominantou obce Vysoky Ujezd a ce-
1ého okoli je kostel zasvéceny ,Narozeni
Panny Marie‘, postaveny v letech 1301 az
1340 v gotickém slohu. Pozdéji byl néko-
likrat prestavovan a dopliovan barokni-
mi prvky. Ty ptekryly ptivodni romansky
zaklad dnesni barokni véze. V jejim télese
je zachovadno romanské schodisté. Obec

lezi pravdépodobné na tak zvané ,Kelt-
ské stezce” pozdéji zvané ,Plaveckd’ jejiz
zbytky jsou jeSté dnes v krajiné patrny.
Konkrétné na trase Vysoky Ujezd, Jab-
lonna, Chlum. ,Béjové” vladli v Cechach
ve tretim stoleti pred Kristem. Na misté,
kde od 14. stoleti stoji kostel ,Naroze-
ni Panny Marie®, stavala snad romanska
rotunda. Zminka o této stavbé pochazi
z prvni poloviny 12. stoleti. Do této doby
Ize datovat i zaloZeni Vysokého Ujezdu.
V této dobé zde stdla jiz tvrz rytira vjezd-
skych z Ujezda a v tidoli pod Ujezdem tvrz
rytiti Nedvézskych. VSe spada do doby,



kdy byla provadéna kolonizace ftidce
osidlené zemé. V mistech, kde dnes lezi
rozsahla naves zdobena staletymi lipami,
se pri stavbé silnice a vodovodu nalezla
spousta kosti a lebek, ziejmé z hromad-
ného pohtebisté. Mohly to byt pozistatky
z davnych bitev, ¢i pohiebisté obéti moro-
vych epidemii. Nazory kronikar na staii
ostatkll se 1isi. Mor radil v této krajiné
v dobé tricetileté valky (druha polovina
17. stoleti). Mezi kostelem a nedvézskym
panstvim existuje udajné podzemni chod-
ba, dnes jiz zrejmé zavalend. Spojitost
nedvézského panstvi s Ujezdskym koste-
lem dokladaji ndhrobni kameny zazdéné
v kostelnich zdech, mezi jinym kdmen
z hrobky Mariany nedvézské ze Zd:aru.

Na prelomu let 1934

a 1935 se némecky
uprchlik, vynikajici radio-
technik Rudolf Formis,
ukryl v malém hotelu
Zaho¥i v mistech ny-
néjsi Slapské prehrady

a z vlastnoruéné sesta-
vené rozhlasové stanice
vysilal do byvalé vlasti
pravidelné protinaci-
stické relace. V lednu
1935 byl vypatran agenty
nacistické zpravodajské
sluzby Sicherheitsdi-
enst a za dramatickych
okolnosti se stal obéti
fémové vrazdy, prove-
dené na zakladé tajného
ilegalniho rozsudku

Ing. Firnise, a tak jednou
z prvnich obéti fasSismu
na nasem uzemi.

Ptivodni obec Netvorice

rcheologické nalezy z okoli Netvoric do-
kazuji osidleni kraje jizZ v dobé kamenné
a bronzové. Prvni pisemna zprava, potvr-
zujici jiz existenci Netvoric, pochazi z roku
1205. Tehdy cesky kral Premysl Otakar I.
potvrdil darovaci listinu rytie Casa z Ne-
tvoric, stvrzujici odstoupeni pozemki
Ostrovskému klasteru na Vitavé. Tam se
poprvé objevuje latinsky nazev Netvorici-
um. Zastavme se ale az v prvni poloviné
19. stoleti, které vyvrcholilo ¢ervnovymi
boufemi v roce 1848. Zasahly i Netvofice.
Jejich obyvatelé odmitali jit na robotu jes-
té pred jejim zruSenim 7. zaii 1848, takze

museli byt najati pracovnici na zajisténi
sklizné. Tak jako v okolnich obcich byla
i v Netvoricich ziizena Narodni garda,
ktera méla svou straznici v prizemi rad-
nice. V roce 1848 mély Netvorice 94 c¢isel.
Tento stav se pak s malymi vykyvy udr-
Zel po dlouhou dobu. V roce 1862 vzniklo
z byvalych cechii v Netvoricich Zivnos-
tenské spolecenstvi®, které si v roce 1870
poridilo i vlastni prapor. Z roku 1875
pochazi vlastivédna publikace A. N. Vla-
saka o okrese Neveklovském, ke kterému
tehdy Netvorice pattily, a o nich se v ni
hovori: ,Netvorice jsou starobyly méstys



asi paldruhé hodiny severné od Neveklo-
va s 870 obyvateli, Zijicimi ve 93 domech
(830 katolikti, 40 zidd). Méstané se Zivi
rolnictvim a oby¢ejnymi Femesly. Zivnos-
ti jsou v méstysi zastoupeny: 2 hospody
zajezdné, 1 nalevna piva, 3 lihovin, ob-
chodniki se zboZim smiSenym a stfiznim
7, v polnich plodinach 3, 3 pekari, 2 rez-
nici, 2 bednari, 3 kovari, 1 kolar, 10 obuv-
nikd, 10 krej¢ich, 3 truhlari, 2 zamecnici,
1 sedlar, 1 kozesnik, 1 mydlar, 1 tesarsky

Jan Herman (1885-1946), klavirista

tovarys, zednicti politi 2, 8 tovaryst. Trhy
vyro¢ni a na dobytek. Pivodné kozeluz-
ska zivnost, patiici rodiné Hefmanovych,
se na prelomu stoleti rozrostla do vyro-
by tovarni zavedenim parniho pohonu
a strojli a stala se nejvétSim netvorickym
podnikem.”

V poloviné 19. stoleti se narodily v Ne-
tvoricich také osobnosti, které se zapsaly
do ceského kulturniho a politického Zi-

vota. V nizkém domé vedle ,staré skoly*,
dnes jiz zboreném, se roku 1859 narodi-
la spisovatelka Ludmila Grossmannova
Brodska. Literarni praci zahajila ve svych
17 letech v Casopisu ,Palecek”. Vydala cel-
kem 30 svazkl prozy a verst. Velka c¢ast
z nich byla vénovana détem a mladezi.
Zemrela v roce 1935 a jeji pamatku pri-
pomina deska na sténé ,staré skoly“. Roku
1854 se v Netvoricich na samoté ,Na do-
likdch“ narodil jeden z organizatort

Ludmila Grossmannovd Brodskd (1899)

Ludmila Grossmannovad Brodskd (1899)
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rodiciho se délnického hnuti a zakladatelt
Ceskoslovanské strany socialné demokra-
tické Antonin Mottl. Pro své socialistické
smysleni byl ¢asto pronasledovan a to ho
vedlo k emigraci do Némecka, kde se zivil
jako krejcovsky délnik. Po roce 1918 se
vratil do Netvoric, kde doZil. Zemfrel roku
1933 a byl pochovan na zdejs$im hibitové.
V roce 1856 se narodil v Netvoricich Jan
Hefman. Plisobil ve svém rodisti i okoli
pozdéji jako ucitel a jeho syn, rozeny v Ne-
veklové, proslavil ¢eskou hudbu ve svété
jako Klavirista a ¢len Ceského kvarteta,
s nimz se Ucastnil i zajezdl do zahranici.
Byl jmenovan narodnim umélcem a ze-
miel v roce 1946 v Praze. K novodobim
rodakim z Netvoric patii RNDr. Vaclav
G. Cilek. Narodil se 2.12.1929 v Netvori-
cich, geolog, dlouho piisobil v Africe, otec
Vaclava Cilka (*1955). Vaclav Cilek starsi
zazil svét, ktery dnes uz tak uplné ne-
existuje.

Kdyz jeho otec v roce
1904 zemfrel, odeSel Moravek z domova
a stal se hercem kocovnych divadelnich
spolecnosti. Po trileté prezencni vojenské
sluzbé kratce pisobil (1912) ve smichov-
ském Intimnim divadle.

V le-
tech 1925-32 redigoval ¢asopis Hvézda
ceskoslovenskych pani a divek (zde pub-
likoval v roce 1942 na pokrac¢ovani roman
Pod mrakem).

Zobrazil kontrast lasky
k domovu a vale¢né zkuSenosti (Ohni-
va lazen), zachycoval rodové a profesni
tradice, zivotni osudy a existen¢ni zapasy
razovitych postav vorari a plavct (Plavci
na Sazaveé, Byl na Sazavé privoz), pytlaka
alesaki (Divocina), kamenikt (Skalni ple-
meno) a obchodnikt (Srdce na zamek).

Lesany - zamek. Foro Jiri Jirousek

eSany jsou obec ve Stiedoceském kraji,
okrese Benesov, lez{ asi 15 km severoza-
padné od Bene$ova. Zije zde 796 obyvatel.
Jsou znamé svym barokné klasicistnim
zdmkem a predevsim blizkym vojenskym
muzeem, které lezi 2 km severovychodné
od stredu obce. Soucasti obce jsou i vesni-
ce Brezany a Nova Ves.

V roce 1683 ziskala LeSany kapitula
sv. Vita na Prazském hradé, kterd na mis-
té tvrze postavila zamek. Ten tak ziskal
sou stopy pozdniho baroka a klasicismu,
vznikly i strohé arkady kolem nadvori.
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Nejvyraznéjsim prispévkem kapituly k po-
dobé zamku je kaple sv. Vita zaujimajici
celou zapadni polovinu severniho kridla.
LeSany se staly centrem velkého kapitul-
niho panstvi, do néhoz patfily jesté statky
Hostéradice, Brezany, Netvorice, Nedvézi
aj. Sprava panstvi sidlila v leSanském zam-
ku. Roku 1903 zamek znacné poskodil po-
Zar, nejvice utrpéla véz v severnim pruceli,
kterd pfi opravé misto strechy dostala no-
voromantickou terasu. Za valky zde sidlilo
velitelstvi SS, za kterého byla na terasu
pristavéna vodarna. Kapitule patril lesan-
sky velkostatek se zamkem do roku 1949.



Narodil se na Kralovskych Vinohradech
v domé Cp. 486 v rodiné stavitelského
asistenta FrantiSka Hrubina z BreZan
(* 1880) a Anny, rozené Novotné z LeSan
(* 1887). Rodina zila na Kralovskych Vi-
nohradech, po vypuknuti 1. svétové valky
ale otec narukoval. Matka se proto v roce
1914 prestéhovala s FrantiSkem i jeho
jednoro¢nim bratrem Josefem ke své-
mu otci, chalupniku Josefu Novotnému,
do LeSan. V LeSanech v Posazavi prozil
FrantiSek Hrubin své détstvi a v letech
1916-1922 zde chodil do skoly. Posaza-
vi, které zobrazil napt. v dilech Romance
pro kridlovku, Zlata reneta i LeSanské
jeslicky, zistalo jeho celoZivotni inspiraci.
Studoval na nékolika gymnaziich v Pra-
ze, po maturité v roce 1932 se neuspés-
né pokousel vystudovat filozofii a prava
na Karlové univerzité. V prosinci 1939 se
ozenil s Jarmilou Holou, s niz mél dceru
Jitku (1940-2020, provdana Minarikova,
prekladatelka) a syna Vita (1945-1995,
filmovy a televizni rezisér). Vyrazné se
podilel na zalozeni détského Casopisu
Materidouska, v letech 1945-1948 ho re-
digoval. Na II. sjezdu Svazu ceskosloven-
skych spisovatell (1956) spolu s Jarosla-
vem Seifertem odvazné kritizoval spojeni
literatury a politiky. Zastal se zde nejen
perzekuovanych, ale i zavienych basniki
(Jitfho Kolare). Emotivné odmitl odsu-
zujici nazory Ladislava Stolla na poezii
Frantiska Halase. Na sjezdu byl téz zvolen
do Ustiredniho vyboru Svazu. Jeho vystou-
peni vedlo nejprve k zakazu literarni ¢in-
nosti, pozdéji mu bylo povoleno omezené
prekladat a psat literaturu pro déti, jeho
samostatna tvorba prochéazela riznymi
obdobimi zakazli a vydavani. Je pochovan
na prazském VySehradském hrbitové.

11. stoleti za vlady Premyslovcid pro-
bihala kolonizace dosud neobydlenych
oblasti jizné od Prahy. Prvni pisemna
zminka o BeneSové pochazi z roku 1219
a jeho prvni osidleni bylo na misté dnes
zvaném Na Karlové, kde vznikl pansky
dvorec, kostel a okolo nich osada. Poté se
centrum presunulo vystavbou meéstského
trziSt€ na dneSni Masarykovo nameésti.
Na Karlové byl zaloZen minoritsky klaster
a majitelem se stal prazsky biskup Tobias
z BenesSova, ktery si zahy vybudoval nové
sidlo - Konopisté. Po vymieni BeneSovi-
cli se majiteli stali Sternberkové a po nich
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méstu zUstal znak - osmicipa zlata hvézda
v modrém poli. Husité zdejsi klaster vypa-
lili, kdyz tudy tahli roku 1420 na Prahu.
Husité ale klaster neznicili uplné. Be-
nesov se pak stal vyznamnym za doby
vlady Jiriho z Podébrad, kdyz se roku
1451 pravé v mistnim Kklastefe konal
sném za pritomnosti Jittho, coby zemské-
ho spravce, a Enease Sylvia, zastupce rim-
ské kurie. Jednalo se tehdy o smifenf s ka-
tolickou Evropou. V roce 1473 vystoupila
na zdej$im snému také kralovna Johanka
a tiithodinovou reci ve zpustlém klaster-
nim chrdmu umraviovala ¢eské panstvo,



vyzvala je, aby pamatovali na vladu svor-
nosti jejtho manZela a zesnulého krale
Jitiho, zanechali rozbroji mezi sebou
a svorné pecovali o blaho a slavu vlasti.
Johanka méla vystoupit podle Palacké-
ho i na dal$im snému v BeneSové v roce
1474, ale to jiz doslo k velké rozepti mezi
ni a kralem Vladislavem Jagellonskym,
takze se kralovna uzavriela ve svém vdov-
ském sidle na Mélnice, kde roku 1475 ze-
miela.

V letech 1541-1566 zil v BeneSové
zvonal' jménem Matgj Spic, z jehoz dilny
pochazi mnoho zvon, které zhotovil pro
okolni kostely, jako v Bystrici, Okrouhli-
ci, Louniovicich, Postupicich, na Hradku,

Goticky kostel sv. Mikuldse ze 13. stoleti

v Olbramovicich, Kondraci a jinde v oko-
li. Velkou ranou pro mésto byla triceti-
letd valka a zvlasté obsazeni Svédskym
vojskem v roce 1648, jehoz nasledky
mésto poznamenaly na mnoho let. Roku
1703 zde byla zaloZena piaristicka kolej,
na které se vyucovalo zakladni vzdélani
a také gymndazium. BeneSov se vykoupil
z poddanstvi roku 1802 a jakozto etnicky
Ceské mésto se stal mistem vlasteneckych
aktivit. Od roku 1871 prochazi méstem
Zelezniéni trat Praha - Ceské Bud&jovice.

Za druhé svétové valky mélo byt mésto
zcela vystéhovano a mélo se stat SS-Stadt

vy

Zbrani SS Benesov se stalo pouze uzemi
zapadné od statni silnice na Tabor, ovSem
do 15. dubna 1943 se museli vystéhovat
i vSichni obyvatelé Zijici na zapad od Ze-
leznicni trati a jizné od Machovy ulice, a to
véetné bloku mezi Jiraskovou, Zizkovou
a Husovou ulici. Po vélce se souc¢asti més-
ta stala dosud samostatna obec Konopis-
té a ty vesnice, které nyni tvoii katastral-
ni Uzemi BeneSov u Prahy, a v roce 1980
jeSté dalsi, z nichzZ nékteré se v roce 1990
opét osamostatnily.

K BeneSovu patii neodmyslitelné his-
torie beneSovského gymnazia. Sahad az
do roku 1703, kdy byla otevicena piaristic-

Kaple Panny Marie, Strizkov

arel Drahotin Villani (23. 1. 1818 Susi-
ce - 24. 3. 1883 Sttizkov, obec Struharov
u BenesSova), kitény Karel Boromejsky
Ignac baron Villani de Castelo Pilonico,
byl ¢esky Slechtic, liberdlni politik, vlas-
tenec a basnik. Roku 1867 se stal poslan-
cem Ceského zemského snému za Be-
neSov, Neveklov a Vlasim. Villani byl
aktivnim ucastnikem revolu¢niho hnuti
v roce 1848 v Praze. 11. birezna se kona-
la schiize ve Svatovaclavskych laznich,
pti niz byl zvolen do 24¢lenného petic-
niho vyboru. Stal se velitelem ceského
ozbrojeného sboru - Svatovaclavské-
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ho bratrstva, pozdéji prejmenovaného
na Svornost. Vyuzil pfitom svych vojen-
skych zkuSenosti. Snazil se vést tuto or-
ganizaci v liberalnim duchu a vylucoval
z ni radikalni jedince, ktefi chtéli vyvo-
lat ozbrojené povstani. V tomto smyslu
mélo pomoci i prejmenovani na Svor-
nost, ¢imz chtél ziskat prazské Némce
na svou stranu a rozptylit jejich obavy.
Jeho snahy o klidny pribéh revoluce ale
narazily na odpor radikalnich studentq,
vedenych Josefem Vaclavem Fricem. Ti
ziskali ve Svornosti prevahu a 12. ¢ervna
vyvolali svatodusni boure. Villani odeSel



na Malou Stranu, kde byl 14. Cervna
zatCen a uvéznén v Jifském Kklastere
na Prazském hradé jako jeden z domné-
lych viidct revoluce. Byl nékolikrat vysly-
chan a jeho sidlo prohliZzeno Windisch-
gratzovymi vojaky; zadné dikazy pro-
tistatni Cinnosti se ale nenasly. Kratce
po 14.zar{ 1848 byl propustén na amnes-

tii. Prestéhoval se z Prahy do Strizkova,
kde zZil pod policejnim dohledem.

28. dubna 1861 po padu Bachova
absolutismu byl nad Villanim ukoncen
policejni dohled, coz mu otevielo dalsi
moznosti zapojeni do regionalni politiky.
V letech 1865-1869 byl beneSovskym
okresnim starostou. V této funkci se sna-
zil o zvySeni zivotni irovné mistnich oby-
vatel. Zvolen byl i podruhé po skonceni
funkcéniho obdobi, ale viderniska vlada jeho
volbu nepotvrdila; od té doby ptisobil jen
jako clen okresni rady. Roku 1867 se stal
poslancem Ceského zemského snému za

Benesov, Neveklov a Vlasim. Prosazoval
obnoveni Ceského statniho prava, tcast-
nil se ¢eské vypravy na narodopisnou vy-
stavu v Moskvé (takzvana Pout na Rus),
podilel se na oslavach privezeni zakladni-
ho kamene Narodniho divadla z Blaniku.
V srpnu 1868 patril mezi 81 signatart
statopravni deklarace c¢eskych poslanct,

v niz ¢eska politicka reprezentace odmit-
la centralistické sméfovani statu a ha-
jila Ceské statni pravo. Zemsky sném ho
roku 1871 zvolil poslancem Ri$ské rady
(celostatni zdkonodarny sbor, tehdy jesté
nevolen piimo, ale tvoren delegaty jed-
notlivych zemskych snémi), kde repre-
zentoval kurii venkovskych obci. V sou-
ladu s tehdejsi ¢eskou opozic¢ni politikou
pasivni rezistence ale mandat nepievzal
a do snémovny se nedostavil.

Villaniho manzelka Matylda organi-
zovala v Praze i ve Strizkové spolecen-
sky salon, pravidelna pratelska setkani
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vyznamnych osobnosti v reprezentativni
mistnosti domu. Koncept pochazel z Fran-
cie 17. stoleti. V ¢eskych pomérech existo-
val ,S8lechticky salon®, s dirazem na kul-
turni a zabavni program, okazalost pfijeti,
pohosténi a eleganci interiéri, a ,méstan-
sky*, rozvrstveny na pratelské krouzky
raznych profesnich ¢i zajmovych skupin,
v pohosténi chudsi a spiSe soustiredény
na vyménu nazord, zkusenosti a nezbytné
denni novinky. Villaniho salon mél blize
k méstanskému, ale navstévovali jej i pri-
slusnici slechty. Hovorilo se tam podle na-
rodnosti ucastnikl ¢esky, némecky nebo
francouzsky. Matyldino piibuzenstvo se
aktivné ucastnilo: otec vstoupil do Spo-
le¢nosti Vlastenského muzea, matka Eli-
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sa proslula ve Vidni i v Praze charitativni
¢innosti pro déti.

Villani ve své politické a spoleCenské
aktivité podporoval ceské narodnostni
snahy, ale vzdy za predpokladu zachovani
celistvosti rakouské tiSe. Po vzoru Fran-
tiSka Palackého podporoval federalizaci
Rakouska; argumentoval, Ze ndrodni staty
jako Francie a Anglie jsou silné v pripadé
centralizace, zatimco mnohonarodni sta-
ty jako Rakousko ziskaji podporu svych
obyvatel, jen pokud kazdému narodu daji
prostor k rozvoji. Pratelil se s FrantiSkem
Jaroslavem Cechem, otcem Svatopluka
Cecha, rovnéz politicky postiZenym po re-
voluci z roku 1848.

Dnes je znam pfre-
devsim jako hlavni a posledni sidlo na-
slednika trinu rakousko-uherského,
arcivévody FrantiSka Ferdinanda d’Este
a jeho ¢eské manzelky Zofie Chotkové,
jehoz zavrazdéni v Sarajevu bylo zamin-
kou zahajeni 1. svétové valky.

STOP TO LOOK, BUT COME
ALONG

... as you stand on the edge of a rock promontory near
the confluence of the Vltava and Sazava rivers in what
today is called the Sekanka, your gaze will fall on the con-
tours of the foundations of the Benedictine monastery of
‘the Beheading of St John the Baptist. Imagine yourself
back in 999 AD, when Boleslav II ordered the building of
only the second male monastery in Bohemia, above the
confluence of the two main rivers of Central Bohemia, in
premonition of his own death. This was a time when Bo-
hemia was torn between steering towards Western cul-
ture, represented by the Benedictines from a monastery
on the Bavarian border, and the more Eastern teachings
of Cyril and Methodius from Byzantium. The monastery
thus influenced not only nascent Czech statehood, but
culturally, morally and economically the entire region
between the Vltava and Sazava.

Let us, too, take the trails walked by wayfarers of old,
the monks, pilgrims, wagon merchants, footpads, arti-
sans of all kinds, gold diggers and cattle thieves. These
routes have for the most part survived down the cen-
turies, albeit topped by asphalt and deafening cars. Yet,
there are hiking and cycling trails as well, to guide us
through the beautiful, if slightly melancholy, and pictur-
esquely undulating landscape environs of both rivers.
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THE MONASTERY OF THE BEHEADING

OF ST JOHN THE BAPTIST

his island of about 3 hectares was cho-
sen by the monks because, unlike others,
it had high banks over the Vltava River
and was surrounded by dense forests. A
thousand years ago, there was no sign
of the high water in today’s Vranov lock,
which is there to even out the water
vented from the Slapy and St&chovice
dams. The monastery sought to live up to
the ideals of the Order of St Benedict, by
being secluded deep in the forests: The
Benedictines typically sought out deso-
late places for their hermit-like existence,
to be filled with undisturbed concentra-
tion on prayer and reverence for God.
(There were exceptions, when it came to
the moral upbringing of nobles, one such
case being the Monastery of St George
at Prague Castle). It may be that prince
Boleslav II also wanted to make inroads
into the forest complex that stood be-
tween the Central Bohemian homesteads
and South Bohemia. The area around the
Vltava and Sazava confluence is also con-
sidered a virtual border zone between
the Slavnikov clan estates and Premyslid
Bohemia.

The monastery itself was probably
founded a year later and under Boleslav
IIT (born around 965 - died 1037). Lant-
bert (Lambert), a monk from the Bavar-
ian monastery in Niederaltaich, was cho-
sen as the superior, or Abbot. With him,
from Bavaria, came a whole company of
monks. The island monastery kept up

close relations with its parent monastery
for a very long time, part of the monas-
tic company being of German origin. This
is evident from 13% century records of
the monks, made when abbots were be-
ing elected. Judging by their names, the
company was about half Czech by origin,
half German. Other preserved records
date from the years 1395-1416, by which
time, again judging by the names, most of
the monks were Czech-born.

The original monastery was, most likely,
timber-built. Archeologists have un-
earthed a system of stake pits, the im-
prints of wooden structures and a layer
of charred wood. The building stood on
the site of an earlier Romanesque church.
To the north of it was, judging from ar-
cheology, a cluster of timber buildings,
or rather their fragments, some may
have been part earth-houses. These were
built adjacent to the wings of the clois-
ters of the later Gothic monastery. The
whole layout seems to suggest the timber
buildings dating from the founding of the
monastery were built to the classic Bene-
dictine ground plan, in which the monas-
tery church formed the major axis of the
main building, with an adjacent cloister.
It is noteworthy that this image of the
‘wooden’ Ostrov island did not change
until about the 1130°. Also connected
with the timber part is the stone tomb of
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a prominent abbot, probably Lambert, a
man aged 55-60, buried together with his
iron-spiked abbatial staff, in a robe whose
collar was woven with gold threads, and
at his waist a pouch containing a fire-steel
flint and an eggshell. The grave was not
disrupted when the church was rebuilt.

The timber phase of the island monastery
lasted until 1137, when it burned down.
Soon after, a new, masonry construction
was begun. Because the monastery was
not wealthy, the construction progressed
slowly and parts of it were not completed
until the last quarter of the 12™ century.
A Romanesque basilica with three apses
in one plane was built, and later on (by
the end of the 12 century) a triple nave
was added, with a two-towered frontage
by 1225. This complex was ransacked in
1278 by the Brandenburgs, who stayed
here for 6 weeks. The extent of their de-
structiveness is marked by the fact that
when the ravaged and abandoned monas-
tery was later offered to the Cistercians,
they rejected it and instead chose the roy-
al hunting court at Zbraslav to found their
new monastery.
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The monastery’s surviving
foundations

In the 1280° the monastery was restored
by the Benedictines, with subsequent re-
constructions followed during the peak
Gothic period under Emperor Charles IV,
in particular the extension to the basilica
with a rectangular choir. Archaeological
research confirms there was further loot-
ing (in 1381), a fire in 1403, and during
the Hussite wars, in 1420, the monastery
was again ransacked and set on fire. The
bell tower collapsed. Miraculously, how-
ever, the ‘Mother of God’ bell dating from
1404 was saved. A quarter of a century
later, in 1444, the temple vault collapsed.
The last community of monks moved to
the seat of the Provost at Svaty Jan pod
Skalou [St John under the Rock] in 1517,
while their buildings continued to be
used by occasional hermits. The monks
also took with them the aforementioned
bell, which remains to this day at the
Monastery of St John under the Rock and
is one of the oldest bells in Bohemia.



SEKANKA

ekanka - [‘sekat’ means to chop or
hew], got its name from the deep sunken
tracks (holloways) in the northern part of
the rock outcrop, gouged out over time by
wagons going up from the Vltava river to
the plateau above the confluence and tak-
ing the shortest route south to BeneSov,
or to Bystiice u Benesova. The small town
is not mentioned in written sources. It
was founded in the 13% century (some-
time between 1225 and 1270) and prob-
ably belonged to King Premysl Otakar
- who thus controlled the Benedictine
monastery at Ostrov and particularly the
dwindling gold reserves, which had been
panned from the Sazava river since the
time of the Celts. The small town itself
was the artisan centre serving the monas-
tery and the surrounding area. From ar-
chaeological digs it appears the craftsmen
here were also engaged in blacksmithing,
iron smelting and metalworking, making
bronze objects, pottery, leather goods and
articles of domestic consumption includ-
ing tools for gold panning in particular.
Sekanka was a small market village by
disposition, but owing to its ownership,
had an early urban character. The clear-
ing between the houses was comparable
to, say, the square in Ceské Budéjovice
[Budweis].

The residents left the township dur-
ing the Brandenburg raids (1278-1283).
The place is thought to have met its end
in 1278, when the surrounding area and
the monastery were ransacked, and since

it lacked agricultural infrastructure, its
former residents never resettled it. Nu-
merous finds show that the inhabitants
left the town in a hurry, abruptly taken by
surprise.

Probably after its fall, another set-
tlement was established downstream of
the Vltava and Sazava confluence, which
later became the town of Davle; the prop-
erty register of the Ostrov monastery for
1310 lists the homestead of Hradysscze,
today’s Hradistko municipality, situated
on the plateau of the promontory about
2 kilometres southeast of Sekanka. To-
day, the name Sekanka is applied to the
cluster of holiday cottages in the area. It
was here that Czech archaeology made
extensive and significant finds about the
Middle Ages, in the 1950% and 60°. Un-
mistakable remnants of stone fortifica-
tions and finds attesting to trade and
long-distance contacts were unearthed.
There is extensive evidence of medieval
holloways, both on the promontory and
on the opposite slopes near St Kilian. The
fortifications were predominantly on the
southern side, because the site is pro-
tected by steep rocky cliffs and the river
from other directions. The promontory is
crossed by two lines of defence, compris-
ing an outer bulwark, a massive moat and
an inner rampart. The outer escarpment
was made of material excavated from the
moat, a trench over 10 metres wide. In
the 3 quarter of the 13™ century, a two-
metre-high stone and mortar wall was
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built along the inner rampart, but barely
two-thirds completed. Its remnants still
jut out of the earthworks in some places.
Access was along the eastern edge, se-
cured by an unspecified structure aligned
with the inner fortification.

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FROM HRADISTE TO HRADISTKO

he earliest historical record of the vil-
lage dates back to the younger Stone Age
and can be associated with later finds of
gold in the sandbanks of the Sdzava river.
An important chapter of its history came
to be written by the 13™ century, when
a small market town grew in the north-
ernmost part of the settlement environs,
on the promontory called Sekanka, set
close to the Benedictine monastery of
St John the Baptist at Ostrov. The small
town consisted of several dozen single-
and multi-storey houses, built on a rec-
tangular ground plan, around a central
market square. The settlement was not
long-lasting, but we can still see traces
of its former existence in the Sekanka
terrain. Around 1278 the settlement -
small town - stronghold, possibly, was
burned down and the survivors moved
to the site of today’s HradiStko. The
land changed hands over the centuries,
with 1636 being a landmark year, for
Hradistko was bought by the Premon-
stratensian Order, which has its seat on
Strahov in Prague, by the then Abbot,
Krys$pin Fuk. He left his mark on the
entire central VItava river catchment,
by championing the navigability of this
stretch of the Vltava, and the burgeon-
ing of the region. At the beginning of
the 18" century, the Abbot of Strahov,
Vit Seipl, had a Baroque chateau built in
the centre of the village, where it stands
almost unchanged to this day. The cha-
teau interior is decorated with frescoes

on religious themes by the renowned
painter Jan Vaclav Spitzer.

All that remains here to mark the hor-
rors of the Second World War is a stone
from the Flossenbiirg roll-call yard, or
‘Apellplatz’. The concentration camp at
Hradistko was no mere offshoot of a Ba-
varian prison camp. Here, prisoners were
doing slave labour, the sick were mur-
dered, and death transport trains loaded
up with victims. The area became an SS
training zone, and locals were evicted
from three towns and dozens of munici-
palities. Also commandeered were the
‘tramping’ settlements of recreational
backwoodsmen. More than 30 thousand
people lost their homes. Some had no-
where to return to after the war. Their
homes had been shot to pieces during ar-
tillery practice.

The displacement of the inhabitants
of Benesov, Neveklov and Sedl¢any dis-
tricts went on between 1942 and 1944.
The land between the Vitava and Sazava,
bounded by these rivers, by the state road
to Tabor, the railway line Olbramovice
-Sedl¢any and the Sedl¢any-Pribram
road, became a Waffen-SS training area in
the BeneSov region. (SS-Truppeniibung-
splatz Beneschau, later renamed SS-Trup-
peniibungsplatz Béhmen, i.e. ‘The SS-
Bohemia Training Zone’) some 441 km?
in all. The evictions were done in sev-
eral stages, impacting 70 municipalities,
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180 settlements and 30,000 people. Of
these, almost half were forced to leave
the region, and about 16,000 of them be-
came slave-labourers for the SS units in
the occupied territory. From a geopoliti-
cal point of view, this territory and simi-
lar sites such as Milovice or the Jihlava
district were meant to break up the cohe-
sion of the Czech nation, by introducing
prospective post-war German enclaves,
and to drive the Czechs out of central Eu-
rope. The deadline for the plan’s comple-
tion was 31 December 1945. World War II
ended on 8 May 1945.

April 2017 saw the opening of a new
educational trail at Sekanka about the
history of this medieval small town
and the Hradistko concentration camp
outpost of the Flossenblirg camp

]
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VYSOKY UJEZD — CHURCH OF THE BIRTH

OF OUR LADY

he municipality of Vysoky Ujezd lies to
the west of BeneSov and about 3 km from
the Slapy Dam, which has forever sub-
merged the once legendary St John’s Rap-
ids and the Hotel Zahoti associated with
the name of Ing. Rudolf Formis.

The dominant feature of the munici-
pality of Vysoky Ujezd and the whole sur-
rounding area is the church dedicated
to the ‘Birth of Our Lady’, built between
1301 and 1340 in the Gothic style. It was
later rebuilt several times and supple-
mented with Baroque elements. These
have covered up the original Roman-
esque style of what is today’s Baroque
tower. The Romanesque staircase within
has survived. The municipality is most
likely situated on what used to be called
the ‘Celtic’ and later the “Plaveckd” trail,
[whose name might suggest swimmers,
but is to do with river log transport].
The remnants of the trail are still notice-
able in the landscape today. The specific
route here joins Vysoky Ujezd, Jablonna,
and Chlum. The “Boii” Celts ruled Bohe-
mia in the third century B.C. [The Romans
called their land Boiiohaemum, the home
of the Boii - hence the name Bohemia.]
Predating the ‘Birth of Our Lady’ church
that has stood here since the 14" century
was a Romanesque rotunda. The earli-
est mention of this building dates from
the first half of the 12" century. We can
also date the founding of Vysoky Ujezd
from this time. At the time the Knights of

Ujezd had a fortress here and in the val-
ley under Ujezd was the fortress of the
Knights of Nedvézi. This was an era of
colonization of the sparsely populated
country. On the site of today’s extensive
village square, lined with centuries-old
linden trees, some digging to do with
roadworks and water pipeline construc-
tion unearthed many skulls and bones,
presumably a mass burial ground. This
could have been the aftermath of ancient
battles, or the mass graves of plague vic-
tims. Chroniclers’ views vary as to the
likely timing. Plague raged in this area
during the Thirty Years’” War (the second
half of the 17 century). It is said that an
underground passage used to exist be-
tween the church and the Nedvézi manor,
since collapsed, it seems. The connection
between the Nedvézi estate and the Ujezd
church is confirmed by the tombstones in
the church walls, among others the grave-
stone of Mariana of Nedvézi from Zd'r.
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At the turn of 1934 and 1935, the Ger-
man refugee and highly proficient radio
engineer Rudolf Formis hid himself
away in a small hotel called Zaho¥i, on
the site of what is now the Slapy Dam,
and from there made regular anti-Nazi
broadcasts to his former homeland on
his self-made radio station. In January
1935 he was tracked down by agents
of the Nazi intelligence service the
Sicherheitsdienst and, under dramatic
circumstances, fell victim to vigilante
murder, carried out on the basis of the
secret illegal judgment of a Vehmic
court. Ing. Formis was thus one of

the first victims of Nazi fascism in our
lands.



NETVORICE

rchaeological finds from the Netvotice
area confirm the area was settled as
early as the Stone and Bronze Ages. The
first written report confirming the exist-
ence of Netvorice dates from 1205. At
that time, the Czech King Pfemysl Ota-
kar I endorsed a deed of donation by
Knight Cas of Netvotice where he waived
his entitlement to the land of the Ostrov
Monastery on the Vltava River. It is here
that the Latin name Netvoricium appears
for the first time. Let us skip forward in
time to the first half of the 19* century,
which culminated in the June uprisings
of 1848. Netvorice were also involved.
The residents refused to keep working
under the Corvée system of unpaid serf
labour, even before it was abolished on
7 September 1848, so the harvest had
to be gathered by itinerant hired labour-
ers. Just as in the nearby municipalities,
Netvorice set up its own National Guard,
whose guardhouse was on the ground
floor of the town hall. In 1848, Netvorice
comprised 94 houses. This remained the
size of it, with small fluctuations, for quite
some time. In 1862 the former guilds in
Netvorice came together to form a ‘Trade
Association’, which in 1870 acquired its
own banner. A local history publication
dating from 1875 by A. N. Vlasak about
the district of Neveklov, which Netvorice
belonged to at that time, says: ‘Netvorice
is an ancient small town about one hour
and a half north of Neveklov with 870 in-
habitants, living in 93 houses (830 Catho-
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lics, 40 Jews). The townspeople make a
living from the land and ordinary crafts.
The trades represented in the small town
were: 2 inns, 1 tavern, 3 spirits vendors,
of convenience stores of general wares
and fabrics 7, of field crops merchants 3,
3 bakers, 2 butchers, 2 coopers, 3 black-
smiths, 1 wheelwright, 10 cobblers,
10 tailors, 3 joiners, 2 locksmiths, 1 sad-
dler, 1 furrier, 1 soap maker, 1 carpentry
apprentice, of master masons 2, 8 ap-
prentices. Markets, annual and for cattle.
What had been a small tannery business,
run by the Hefman family, grew into fac-
tory production at the turn of the century
by bringing in steam engines and machin-
ery and became the largest enterprise in
Netvorice.

In the mid-19% century, several nota-
bles were born in Netvorice who were to
make their mark on Czech cultural and
political life. In 1859, the writer Ludmila
Grossmannova Brodska was born in a low
house next to the ‘old school, since de-
molished. She started literary work aged
17 in the magazine “PaleCek”. She pub-
lished a total of 30 volumes of prose and
verse. They were in large part devoted to
children and youth. She died in 1935 and
is commemorated by a plaque on the ‘old
school’ wall. In 1854, Antonin Mottl, one
of the organizers of the nascent labour
movement and co-founder of the Czecho-
slovak Social Democratic Party was born
in Netvorice in the standalone house “Na
dolikach”. He was much persecuted for
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his socialist views, which led him to emi-
grate to Germany, where he made his liv-
ing as a tailor’s apprentice. After 1918 he
returned to Netvorice, for the rest of his
life. He died in 1933 and was buried in the
local cemetery. Jan Herman was born in
Netvorice in 1856. He was later active in
his birthplace and the surrounding area
as a teacher, and his son, born in Nevek-
lov, popularised Czech music around the
world as a pianist and member of the
Czech Quartet, with which he travelled
abroad also. He was awarded ‘National
Artist’ status and died in 1946 in Prague.
Contemporary natives of Netvorice in-
clude RNDr. VAclav G. Cilek. He was born
on 2 December 1929 in Netvorice, made
a career as a geologist who worked exten-
sively in Africa, and is the father of Czech
geologist and climatologist Vaclav Cilek
(*1955). Vaclav Cilek Sr. grew up in a by-
gone world. He worked on oil exploration
around Hodonin and discovered an oil
deposit there. From 1969 he worked in
Africa as a field geologist. He personally
surveyed the entire coast between Kenya
and Mozambique and there discovered
the world’s greatest deposits of titanium.
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KAMENNY PRIVOZ — JAN MORAVEK

he poet and novelist Jan Moravek grew
up in the household of a butcher and
innkeeper. After finishing at the town
school in Jilové, he began his studies at
the chemistry department of the Higher
Industrial School in Prague, but after the
first year returned home to his parents
to treat his lung condition, and did not
finish his studies. When his father died
in 1904, Moravek left home and became
an actor with travelling theatre troupes.
After three years of full-time military
service, he briefly worked (1912) in the
Prague Smichov ‘Intimate Theatre’. From
1912-14 he was a member of the Tuttro-
va Theatre Company in Nachod. In 1914
he joined the First World War effort on
the Serbian front, was wounded and after
treatment in Osijek and Prague retired to
civilian life. In 1919 he joined the Thea-
tre in Royal Vinohrady as an actor, but for
financial reasons transferred to HaSler’s
stage at the Lucerna. In 1920 he became
the editor of ‘Countryside Defence’ maga-
zine and was editor of the Calendar of the
Republic. In the same year he became an
employee of the Publishing House Mel-
antrich: he helped out in the editorial
office of the ‘Czech Word’, from 1924 to
1940 he was editor-in-chief of the ‘Prague
[llustrated News’ (where he published in
1921-22 his ‘The Fight for the Skies’, in
1933 the humorous prose Radecky as well
as ‘Cannoneer Jablrek contra Babinsky’
and ‘Old Blazkova’ /with Jaroslav Vesely/,
in 1941 the novel ‘The Fisherman’s Wife’,

in 1942 ‘Bread self-denied’, in 1943 ‘Mar-
ket Folk’). From 1925 to 1932 he edited
the magazine ‘The Star of Czechoslovak
Ladies and Girls’ (where he published the
serial novel ‘Under a Cloud’ in 1942). He
retired early in 1941.

As a writer, he made his name as the
author of folk novels, finding inspiration
for his topics among the local gamut, hu-
man and otherwise, of his native Posazavi
(the region around the Sazava river).
These dated mostly from the second half
of the 19* century to the First World War.
He became one of the most avidly read
writers of the 1930° and 40%. In this he
followed in the footsteps of rural realist
prose (like K. V. Rais) and proved to be
a skilful storyteller with a feel for collo-
quial language and well-spun stories, a
tendency towards the pastoral and to sen-
timental melodrama, lyrical descriptions
of nature and naturalistic detail. He man-
aged to portray the contrast between love
for his home and his war experience (e.g.
‘The Fiery Cauldron’), capturing ancestral
and professional traditions, life fates and
existential struggles of his lead charac-
ters, be they rafters and log-drivers (‘Log-
drivers on the Sazava), ‘There was a ferry
on the Sazava’), poachers and foresters
(‘The Wilderness’), stonemasons (‘Rock
tribe’) and merchants (‘Heart under lock
and key’).
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LESANY

eSany is a municipality in the Central
Bohemian Region, district of BeneSov, sit-
uated about 15 km northwest of BeneSov.
It has a population of 796. The place is
notable for its Baroque Classicist chateau
and particularly the nearby military mu-
seum, some 2 km northeast of the munici-
pality centre. The villages of Bfezany and
Nova Ves are also affiliated.
In 1683, Lesany was acquired by the
St Vitus metropolitan Chapter at Prague
Castle, who built the chateau on the site
of the former fortress. This led to the
present four-wing ground plan, where
the facades bear witness to late Baroque
and Classicism styles, with more austere
arcades remaining around the courtyard.
The most significant contribution of the
metropolitan Chapter to the chateau’s ap-
pearance is the Chapel of St Vitus, taking
up the entire western half of the north
wing. LeSany became the centre of a large
Chapter estate, which included the home-
steads of Hostéradice, BreZany, Netvorice,
Nedvézi, etc. The estate administration
office was in LeSany chateau. In 1903 the
chateau was extensively damaged by fire,
the tower in the northern facade suffered
the most, and during its repairs was given
a neo-Romantic terrace instead of its for-
mer roof. During WWII the site became
an SS headquarters, and water tower
infrastructure was added to the terrace.
The Chapter owned the large LeSany es-
tate and chateau until 1949.
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He was born in ‘Royal’ Vinohrady in
Prague in house No. 486 into the fam-
ily of construction assistant FrantiSek
Hrubin of Brezany (b. 1880) and Anna,
née Novotna of LeSany (b. 1887). The
family lived in Vinohrady, but after the
outbreak of World War I, his father en-
listed. In 1914, his mother moved to live
with her father, cottager Josef Novotny,
in LeSany, with her sons, Frantisek and
his one-year-old brother Josef. FrantiSek
Hrubin spent his childhood in LeSany in
the Posazavi and went to school there
from 1916 to 1922. Posazavi, which he
described in his works, including the
‘Romance for Flugelhorn, ‘Golden Ren-
eta’ or ‘The LeSany Manger’, remained his
lifelong inspiration. He studied at several
grammar schools in Prague, and after
graduating in 1932 tried unsuccessfully
to go on to study philosophy and law at
Charles University. In December 1939 he
married Jarmila Hola, with whom he had
a daughter Jitka (1940-2020, by married
name Minarikova, translator) and a son,
Vit (1945-1995, film and television direc-
tor). He was a prominent member of the
children’s magazine Matefidouska, and
from 1945 to 1948 its editor. At the Sec-
ond Congress of the Union of Czechoslo-
vak Writers (1956), he and Jaroslav Seif-
ert courageously criticized how literature
was being politicized. He made a stand



not only in support of the persecuted,
but also of the imprisoned poets (Jifi
Kolar). He emotively rejected Ladislav
Stoll’s judgmental views on the poetry of
FrantiSek Halas. At that Congress he was
also elected to the Central Committee of
the Union. His outspokenness first led to
a ban on his literary activity, though later
he was allowed to translate and write
children’s books to a limited extent, while
his own writing went through various
periods of being banned and being pub-
lished. He is buried in Prague’s VySehrad
Cemetery.
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BENESOV

uring the Premyslid reign in the 11%
century, hitherto uninhabited areas south
of Prague were colonized. The first writ-
ten record of BeneSov dates from 1219,
the first settlement being at a place called
Na Karlové, with the establishment of a
manor, a church and a settlement. When
the town market square was built, to-
day’s Masarykovo namésti, the natural
centre of the town moved over with it. A
Minorite Order monastery was founded
at Na Karlové, which came under the gov-
ernance of the Bishop of Prague, Tobias of
BeneSov, who soon built a new residence
- Konopisté. After the BenesSovite line-
age expired, this came under the owner-
ship of the Sternberk family, who have
left their mark on the town insignia - an
eight-pointed gold star on a blue back-
ground. The Hussites burned down the
monastery when they came this way on
their crusade to Prague in 1420.

But the Hussites didn't destroy the
monastery completely. BeneSov gained
importance during the reign of Jifi of
Podébrady, when in 1451 a meeting was
held in the local monastery in the pres-
ence of Jifi, as the territory governor, and
Eneds Sylvia, representing the Roman cu-
ria. The meeting was called to make peace
with Catholic Europe of that time. In
1473, Queen Joan also addressed the lo-
cal council, and in a three-hour speech in
the desolate monastery temple she chas-
tised the Czech gentry, invited them to be
mindful of her late husband’s harmonious
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reign, to end their internecine conflicts,
and in full accord to care for the welfare
and glory of the homeland. According to
the historian Palacky, Joan was also due
to speak at another meeting in BeneSov
in 1474, but a great dispute flared up
between her and King Vladislaus II of
Hungary, so the Queen ensconced herself
away in her dowager residence in Mélnik,
where she died in 1475.

From 1541 to 1566 a bellmaker by the
name of Mat&j Spic lived and worked in
Benesov, and his foundry workshop gave
birth to many bells for the surrounding
churches, such as in Bystrice, Okrouhlice,
Lounovice, Postupice, na Hradku, Olbra-
movice, Kondrace and other places in the
area. The town suffered greatly during
the Thirty Years’ War, especially when
seized by Swedish troops in 1648, and
bore the consequences for many years.
In 1703 a Piaristic College was founded
here, for elementary schooling, as well
as a grammar school. BeneSov bought
its way out of serfdom in 1802 and as an
ethnically Czech town became a centre of
patriotic initiatives. In 1871 the town be-
came accessible along the Prague - Ceské
Budéjovice railway line.

During World War II, the town was
to be completely depopulated and was
earmarked to become the SS-Stadt Boh-
men. While only the area to the west of
the state road to Tabor was to become
the military artillery training ground SS
BeneSov, all residents living west of the



railway line and south of Machova street
had to move out by 15 April 1943, includ-
ing the block between Jiraskova, Zizkova
and Husova streets. After the war, the till-
then separate village of Konopisté and the
villages now forming the cadastral area of
Benesov u Prahy were subsumed as parts
of the town, and in 1980 yet more, some
of which became independent again in
1990.

The BeneSov grammar school is an in-
trinsic part of the town'’s heritage. It dates
back to 1703, when the Piaristic College
in BeneSov opened, tuition began in the
school year 1706/1707, with an elemen-
tary school and the first years of the gram-
mar school. In 1710 the construction of St
Anne’s Church was completed, where the
grammar school was based until 1907.

The Neo-Renaissance building of to-
day’s grammar school was built between
1905 and 1907; its architect was the en-
gineer Karel Donda. In 1912, the school
chapel of St Procopius complete with an
apse was consecrated, and also served as
the school assembly hall. Its artistic deco-
ration was by the painter FrantiSek Ur-
ban. The chapel was consecrated by Stra-
hov Abbot Metod Zavoral, a former pupil
of the BeneSov grammar school.

The building was commandeered by
German SS troops between 1943 and
1945, the building suffered great devas-
tation and after their departure had to
be partially rebuilt. The grammar school
building is owned by the town of Benesov.

Czech Minister of Culture (2007-2009),
Petr Kubin (b. 1967), historian, hagiogra-
pher (dealing with the description of the
life and deeds of saints), professor at the
Catholic Theological Faculty of Charles
University.

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Josef Suk (4. 1. 1874 - 29. 5. 1935) mu-
sician, composer and educator, born in
Krecovice, happily going back there for
recuperation even in his glory days. In
addition to playing the violin, he studied
composition with Antonin Dvorak at the
Prague Conservatory. He founded the
Czech Quartet with his study-year col-
leagues, and played some 4000 concerts
in 20 countries with them during his life.
For the last years of his life, he stayed at
No. 739 Husova street in BeneSov, where
he died in 1935. He is commemorated by
a plaque on the house.

Svatopluk Cech (21.2.1846 - 23.2.1908)
Czech poet and novelist, native of
Ostredek. A leading representative of
the Ruchovci poetic generation, reviving
the patriotic ideals of Czech literature. In
1899 an amateur dramatics association
was founded in BeneSov, to which he lent
his name, being an honorary citizen of the
town. Selected works: ‘The Hussite on the
Baltic’, ‘Mr. Broucek’s new epochal trip,
this time to the XV century’ (1888), ‘The
Second Flower’ (1893).

Jiri Tywoniak (30. 3. 1919 - 31. 7. 1995)
historian and publicist. He contributed to
a fundamental qualitative transformation
of how regional history was handled, the
discipline known as historiography. He
was highly regarded as an organizer of
archival, museum, heritage and especially
publishing activities. This was typified
by the Podblanicko region Compendium
of Local History Papers, published at his
instigation in the late 1950° with his ac-
tive participation on the editorial board.
He also greatly influenced the form of the
Benesov cultural calendar. The culmina-
tion of his work came with his much-laud-
ed monograph ‘BeneSov and Konopisté in
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bygone times’. In 2000 he was made an
honorary citizen of the city of BenesSov, in
memoriam.

Mojmir Chromy (2. 3. 1940 - 3. 1. 2005)
designer, politician and mayor of BeneSov.
He was clearly a prominent cultural fig-
ure in many ways, regularly publishing
historical studies in the regional press -
in particular, history studies focused on
genealogy and heraldry. He initiated and
opened exhibitions, prepared his own set
of lectures on the history of the region
and helped with the scenography of some
history exhibitions. In December 2002, he
was awarded the T. G. Masaryk and Vaclav
Havel commemorative medals for pro-
moting culture.

Vladislav Van¢ura (23. 6. 1891 - 1. 7.
1942) classmate and friend of Karel Novy.
Born in Haj, Opava, he also attended the
Benesov grammar school for two years.
He studied medicine at Charles Universi-
ty in Prague. The main thrust of his work
was literary, however. He was head of the
Devétsil association of Czech avant-garde
artists and of the Czech Film Society, con-
tributing to the magazines Cerven and
Host. During the occupation he led the
writer’s section of the Illegal Intelligence
Committee and on 1 July 1942 was shot
dead by the Nazis in Prague - Kobylisy.

Filip Bondy (26. 2. 1830 - 13. 11. 1907)
the first Czech Chief Rabbi, also known
as Philipp Jacob Koppel Bondy. He was
born in JinoSice in the BeneSov region
as the son of a not particularly wealthy
couple, Samuel Bondy and his wife Ma-
rie. He had two younger brothers, David
and Isaac Ignac. His elementary schooling
came from his father, at home. From 1844
he studied for one year at the Piaristic
Grammar School in Prague, and because



of the teaching being in German, went on
to the Czech Academic Grammar School
in Prague. He studied there from 1845 to
1852, his Czech tutor being the prefect
of the grammar school, Vaclav Kliment
Klicpera. There he also mastered Ger-
man, French (in which he also lectured),
as well as foundation Latin and Greek. Af-
ter that he studied philosophy at Charles-
Ferdinand University in Prague, where he
received his doctorate in 1857.1n 1855 he
was granted Prague citizen status. In ad-
dition to Italian, he also studied Hebrew
and Chaldian, while also taught the Tal-
mud and Rabbinica by Raphael Schulhof
and Prague Rabbi Salomon Jehuda Rap-
paport. He was awarded his Rabbinical
degree by Rabbis Aaron Kornfeld and
Daniel Frank. He joined the Czech Jew-
ish Movement, founded the Association
of Czech Jewish Academics, and together
with Moritz Kraus was one of the found-
ers of the Czech congregational com-
pany Or-Tomid. He was the first to teach
in Czech and began publishing a Czech
translation of the Torah.
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KAREL DRAHOTIN VILLANI, CZECH NOBLEMAN

arel Drahotin Villani (23. 1. 1818 Susice
- 24. 3. 1883 Strizkov, the municipality of
Struhatov u BeneSova), baptized Karel
Boromejsky Ignac Baron Villani de Caste-
lo Pilonico, was a Czech aristocrat, liberal
politician, patriot and poet. From 1867 he
also sat in the Czech Regional Parliament
as Member for BeneSov, Neveklov and
Vlasim. Villani was an active participant
in the revolutionary movement in 1848
in Prague. On March 11, a meeting was
held in St Wenceslas Spa, whereby he was
elected to the 24-member committee on
petitions. He became a commander of the
Czech armed forces - the St Wenceslas
Brotherhood, later renamed “Svornost”.
His military experience proved very use-
ful. He strove to lead this organization
in a liberal spirit, expelling radicals who
wanted to provoke an armed uprising. In
this sense, the change of name to Svornost
[Accord] was intended to help get Prague
Germans onside and to dispel their fears.
However, his efforts for a peaceful over-
turning of the regime met with resist-
ance from radical students, led by Josef
Vaclav Fri¢. They gained the upper hand
in Svornost and on June 12 provoked the
‘Whitsun Storms’. Villani went to Prague’s
Lesser Quarter, where on June 14 he was
arrested, and held prisoner in the Jifsky
klaster monastery in Prague Castle as one
of the alleged leaders of the uprising. He
was interrogated several times, and his
home searched by Windischgratz's sol-
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diers; however, no evidence of anti-State
activity was found. Shortly after 14 Sep-
tember 1848 he was released, under am-
nesty. He moved from Prague to Stiizkov,
where he lived under police surveillance.

On April 28, 1861, after the fall of
Bach’s absolutism, the police surveillance
of Villani was called off, opening up fur-
ther opportunities for him to participate
in regional politics. From 1865 to 1869
he was Mayor of BenesSov. In this capac-
ity, he sought to improve standards of
living for the locals. He was elected for a
second time after his term ended, but the
Viennese government did not confirm
his election; so after that he only served
as a district council member. In 1867 he
became a Member of the Czech Regional
Parliament for BeneSov, Neveklov and
Vlasim. He advocated the reintroduc-
tion of Czech State Law, participated in
the Czech expedition to the ethnography
exhibition in Moscow (the so-called Pil-
grimage to Russia), and took part when
the cornerstone for the National Theatre
was being ceremoniously brought from
legendary mount Blanik. In August 1868
he was among the 81 signatories to the
State Declaration of Czech Members, in
which the Czech political representatives
rejected the centralist direction of the
Austro-Hungarian state and spoke up for
Czech State Law. In 1871, the Territorial
Assembly elected him a Member of the
Imperial Council (the national legislature,



at that time indirectly elected, made up of
delegates from the respective provincial
parliaments), and here he represented
the curia of rural communities. However,
in keeping with the then Czech opposi-
tion policy of passive resistance he did
not take up his mandate nor attend the
Chamber.

Villani’'s wife Matylda ran a society
salon in Prague and in Stfizkov, regular
friendly gatherings of key society figures,
held in the parlour of the house. The con-
cept was borrowed from 17%-century
France. In its Czech form there was a ‘no-
bility salon’, with emphasis on a cultural
and entertainment programme, featuring
showy reception, hospitality and elegant
setting, while the ‘townsman salon’ com-
prised friendly circles of various profes-
sional or interest groups, was less showy
in terms of hospitality and rather more
focused on an interchange of opinions, ex-
periences and worthy daily news. Villani’s
salon was closer to the townsman format,
but was also visited by members of the
nobility. The language spoken varied with
the nationality of the attendees, variously
Czech, German or French. Matylda’s kin
were actively involved: her father joined
the Patriotic Museum Society, her mother
Elisa became well known in Vienna and
Prague for her charitable works in aid of
children.
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Villani supported Czech national re-
vival efforts in his political and social ac-
tivities, but always on the basis that the
integrity of the Austrian Empire would
be preserved. Following the example
of FrantiSek Palacky, he supported the
federalization of Austria; he argued that
nation-states like France and Britain are
strong when centralized, whereas multi-
national states like Austria will only gain
the support of their peoples if they give
each nation scope to flourish. He was
friends with Franti$ek Jaroslav Cech, the
father of Svatopluk Cech, who was also
politically handicapped after the 1848
revolt.
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KONOPISTE — UNCONVENTIONALLY

onopisté is a historically-stylized cha-
teau near the town of BeneSov in the Cen-
tral Bohemian Region, located about 2 km
west of BeneSov city centre. Nowadays it
is best known as the main and final resi-
dence of the heir to the Austro-Hungarian
throne, Archduke Franz Ferdinand d’Este
and his Czech wife Zofie Chotkova, whose
assassination in Sarajevo became the pre-
text for starting World War I. This impor-
tant aristocratic castle, converted into a
chateau, stands on a promontory above
a small lake. The first written mention of
Konopisté dates from 1318, when it was
owned by Benes and Dobes of BeneSovci
lineage. It is thought the original Gothic
castle was founded at the end of the
13" century, most likely around 1294.
Its founder was probably Bishop Tobias
of Benesov, a mentor to King Wenceslas
I1, a leading representative of the ‘Family
crest of the sarcelled arrow’ (“odfivous”
or “zavinuta stfela” in Czech) and an in-
fluential political figure of the period af-
ter the death of King Premysl Otakar II.
The BenesSovci settled at Konopisté only
until the family name died out in 1327,
when they were replaced by the lords
of Sternberk, who ruled the castle un-
til 1590. For several centuries the castle
kept changing hands, but its most notable
owners were its last.

In 1887, the Lobkowicz family sold the
chateau and the entire estate to Franz
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Ferdinand d’Este, who in 1896 became
the heir to the imperial throne. He had
the chateau modernised, plumbed-in
and wired for electricity. He also had a
hydraulic elevator installed. After World
War I, under an exceptional law passed
in 1921, the property of the Habsburgs
was confiscated and the chateau and the
park fell to the Czechoslovak state. It was
later part-opened to the public. During
World War II, Konopisté housed the Staff
HQ of the SS units under the command of
SS-Brigadefiihrer A. Karasch. These units
were part of the SS-Totenkopf tank divi-
sion. After liberation in 1945, Konopisté
was reopened to the public. The chateau
has to this day been kept as it was during
the last reconstruction under Archduke
Franz Ferdinand d’Este. The interior fit-
tings have remained as much as possible
the same as when the chateau was lived-
in by the heir to the throne and his family.
As a result, visitors can look at the recep-
tion and hospitality rooms on the first
floor of the south wing of the chateau,
the oldest parts of the former castle with
their Gothic and Renaissance vaulting in
the Chapel of St Hubert, or the private
family rooms of Franz Ferdinand d’Este,
as well as the hunting trophy route, seen
on the photo.

We will round off this final - tenth
stop with one period piece text print-
ed in No. 6 of the magazine Vltavské
proudy. It features an interesting episode
from the life of the heir to the throne,



Archduke Ferdinand d’Este. “...Mr. Rudolf
Strimp], the tenant of the court in Chlis-
tov u Netvoric, has long been growing
raspberries and strawberries in his fields
on a grand scale, American-style, having
twice spent time in America (Texas), and
learned the trends of that country’s inten-
sive farming...".

Born on 9 May 1859 in Prague Old Town
and died on 15 March 1920 in Drahonice.

In the 1980° he travelled around Eu-
rope and America, where he gained an
overview of modern agriculture with
points-to-watch about the cultivation of
large-fruited strawberries, which he later
applied in Chlistov u Teletina.

He championed learning and, togeth-
er with his wife, Czech schools. He was
respectful and considerate toward people
and helped them, fighting poverty. In his
youth he was often visited by his neph-
ew Ludvik Strimpl, who during the First
World War served in Paris as Secretary of
the Czechoslovak National Council work-
ing with T. G. Masaryk and Dr. E. Benes to
establish the Czechoslovak Republic, and
later a diplomat for the newly indepen-
dent country.

After travelling around Europe and
America, Rudolf Strimpl championed
technical innovations especially in ag-
riculture. He also supported innovative
lectures and associations. Going on to
rent the Chlistov u Teletina farm he suc-
cessfully grew and marketed previously
unfamiliar large-fruited strawberries.
This provided livelihood to the peo-
ple of Krnany, Trebsin, Netvorice, and
HradiStko between the Vltava and Sazava
rivers. Strawberry farming subsequently
spread throughout Bohemia and Moravia
and right up to the 1970° was one of the
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mainstay agricultural crops in the Jilovs-
ko region. In the late 19 century he was
part of the Ethnographer Vojta Naprstek
travellers’ circle, whose ward, a gradu-
ate of Naprstek’s institute for young girls,
he married. The students were mostly
orphans and, in addition to elementary
education, were taught languages, litera-
ture and other social sciences here. Wo-
men'’s emancipation was at that time only
just beginning. Together with his wife, a
teacher, they championed Czech educa-
tion in the Louny region.

This was to be significant later, when
this part of Bohemia fell under the Su-
detenland, but Rudolf Strimpl would die
of Spanish flu as early as 1920, so was
no longer around to see this sad stage of
Czech history.

Ludvik Strimpl (1880-1937), neph-
ew of the traveller and first strawberry
grower in Bohemia, Rudolf Strimpl, was
himself a painter who served in Paris
during the war as Secretary of the Czech-
oslovak National Council and became a
diplomat after the independent state was
established. Ludvik Strimpl got involved
in the anti-Austrian revolt in many ways.
On 16 September 1915, he volunteered to
serve in the armed forces, but was tasked
with political and promotional work in
the Czech Foreign Committee and later
in the Czechoslovak National Council. He
produced a number of promotional print-
ed materials for the headquarters of the
resistance, as well as official forms, and
jointly with an artist, Emil Purghart, drew
up a design for the Czechoslovak emblem,
which legionnaires wore on their uni-
forms.
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Regionalni muzeum v Jilovém u Prahy

Regiondlni muzeum v Jilovém u Prahy sidli v aredlu domu Mince, ktery je prohldsen od roku 1958 za kul-
turni pamdtku. Ve stiedoveku zde sidlil krdlovsky horni tifad a dim vlastnil na krdatkou dobu alchymista
Edward Kelley. Ve druhé pol. 19. stoleti v budove mésto zridilo skolu, kterd zde fungovala do roku 1958,
kdy budovu ziskalo muzeum ke svému trvalému uZivdni. V letech 1977-1986 probéhla generdlni rekon-
strukce budovy a adaptace prostor pro muzejnické ticely. V této podobé s malymi tipravami slouzi dodnes.
Muzeum spravuje také naucnou stezku Jilovské zlaté doly, kterd vede z centra mésta ke zlatonosnym
Stoldm, které jsou taktéZ ve spravé muzea.

The Regional Museum in Jilové u Prahy

The Regional Museum in Jilové u Prahy is located in the grounds of the “Mince” [Coins] house, which has
been heritage listed since 1958. In the Middle Ages this was the seat of the Royal Mines Office, and the
house was also briefly owned by the alchemist Edward Kelley. In the second half of the 19th century, the
town set up a school in the building, which was based there until 1958, when the building was acquired
by the museum for its permanent use. Between 1977 and 1986 the building underwent overall recon-
struction and adaptation of the premises for museum purposes. This is how it is today, with a few minor
modifications. There is also a museum-managed educational trail about the Jilové goldmines, which leads
from the town centre to the gold-seam mining galleries that are also under the museum’s stewardship.
